THERE’S SO MUCH TO 
DO AT WHITEMAN PARK. 
WONDERFUL.
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(1903-1994), who originally purchased the 
land in 1939. At one stage he owned 835 
hectares in the area, including Whiteman 
Park’s popular picnic spot, Mussel Pool, and 
used the land to graze cattle and ride horses.

In the mid 60s, Lew enlarged Mussel Pool and 
developed it as a picnic ground for friends, 
neighbours and later, the wider community. 
He also used the site as a place to display 
his beloved collection of old machinery, 
draught vehicles, antiques and collectables.

CULMINATING with a day-long fete, the 
program also boasts children’s events, 
special nature walks, museum open 
days, picnics and special train rides.

While plenty of fun and games are on 
the anniversary agenda, there is also a 
serious side to the celebrations and this 
pays homage to the park’s signi�cant 
conservation and cultural achievements.

Created in 1977, Whiteman Park covers 4000 
hectares. It takes its name from Lew Whiteman 

In 1977, Lew began selling parcels of land to 
the state government with the understanding 
that the community use it in perpetuity. 

Before his passing in 1994 he generously 
bequeathed part of his valuable transport 
collection to the people of Western Australia. 
Today, this memorabilia is displayed in 
Revolutions, Whiteman Park’s transport 
heritage centre, which was designed as a 
story-telling hub that illustrates how transport 
has shaped our lives and the way we live.

Transport heritage continues to be an 
important park feature and goes beyond 
Revolutions. In fact, nowhere else in 
Australia will you �nd such a wide range of 
transport-related attractions in one place.

There are �ve independent community 
groups based at Whiteman Park – the Motor 
Museum of WA, Tractor Museum of WA, Bus 
Preservation Society of WA, Western Australian 
Light Railway Preservation Association and 
the Perth Electric Tramway Society. Each o�ers 
signi�cant transport heritage collections 
and provides rides and displays for visitors.

Whiteman Park also has great environmental 
signi�cance and as manager Steve 
Lowe explains, o�ers an incredibly 
broad range of visitor attractions. 

“Whiteman Park’s diverse product range 
makes it particularly unique,” he said.

“There are over 10 attractions to visit; 
opportunities to get close to nature with 
14km dual-use walking/cycling paths 
and three bushwalking trails.�We want 
people to return again and again because 
there is so much to see and do.”

Among the park highlights is the vibrant 
Village with an art gallery, Handcraft Centre, 
old-school candy shop, pottery centre and cafe. 

This year, Perth’s Whiteman Park is gearing up to celebrate its silver anniversary and 
is planning a 25-day festival to mark the occasion.

Whiteman celebrates 25 years

1977: Most of the land Whiteman Park 
occupies was purchased from 30 di�erent 
titleholders.

1980: Mussel Pool was transformed from a 
private picnic ground to a public park.

1982�1985: Rail heritage groups began 
to establish their operations in the park – 
Bennet Brook Railway commenced in 1984 
and the electric tram service started  
in 1985.

1985: Community Services’ Keith Main Youth 
Camp was constructed.

1986: Stage one of the Shooting Complex was 
completed and the tram terminus was built.

SEPTEMBER 1986: The park was o�cially 
launched.

1987: A park-based manager was appointed 
and the Park Administration Building and 
Village was developed.

1987: The successful Appealathon Family Fun 
Day was held, leading to a tradition of major 
festival days being hosted in the park.

1992: The Tractor Museum of WA was 
granted tenancy.

1994: The Motor Museum of WA and the 
annual Classic Car Shows commenced.

1996: The Bus Preservation Society joined 
the park.

2001: The Children’s Forest, in partnership 
with Men of The Trees, was developed.

2002: Caversham Wildlife Park moved to 
within the boundaries of the park.

2004: The Dog Park opened.

2005: Revolutions, Whiteman Park’s 
Transport Museum, opened.

2010: Animals began arriving and tours 
commenced in Woodland Reserve.

2011: The park celebrates its silver anniversary.

Step back in time
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The Children�s Forest is a community 
conservation initiative that encourages 
kids to explore, discover and enjoy forest 
wonders such as giant ants, colourful lizards, 
�ying bats, a friendly wire snake and more.

Independently operated, Caversham Wildlife 
Park is one of WA�s most popular animal 
attractions and o�ers an incredible range of 
native birds and animals including kangaroos, 
koalas, wombats, wallabies and more. Daily 
interactive displays allow visitors to feed, pet 
and interact with many of the creatures.

The Birds of Prey Flying Display focuses 
on the conservation and environmental 
issues facing predatory birds and gives 
visitors a rare opportunity to get up close 
to eagles, falcons, kites and owls.

One of the newest park attractions is Woodland 
Reserve. This impressive conservation 
project encompasses 50 hectares of natural 
woodland and is an important breeding 
facility for rare WA fauna, including the 
critically endangered woylie. Here, people 
can meander along a gentle scenic walk 
trail or book a guided nocturnal tour.

There are also extensive picnic areas, 
walk and cycle paths, tennis courts, a 
cricket pitch and a dedicated dog park.

Whiteman Park is located on the 
outskirts of the city and is an easy drive 
from the CBD. Better still, it neighbours 
the Swan Valley�� Perth�s bountiful 
gourmet produce and wine region. 

�Whiteman Park is half an hour�s drive from 
the Perth CBD, and is on the doorstep of 
the Swan Valley.� It provides the visitor 
with an opportunity to spend a few hours 
or the whole day and there is something 
to suit all budgets,� said Lowe.

The park is open from 8.30am to 6pm daily 
(except Christmas Day when it closes at 5pm).

In total, three short audiovisual displays 
last seven minutes and expose the 
dolphins’ habits and habitats. In fact, the 
same dolphins seen in the imagery may 
well be spotted o� the centre’s beach.

“We wanted something that gave us a bit of 
wow factor and, pleasingly, the most common 
comment people make is ‘oh wow’ because 
the experience makes you feel as if you’re 
actually swimming with the animals,” said Kerr.

The centre has also introduced a continuous 
program of guided tours and speci�c 
feeding times for its octopus, turtle and 
�sh exhibits, so there’s even more to do 
while waiting for dolphins to visit the 
beach. www.dolphindiscovery.com.au

NEw TO THE CENTRE is a 360-degree 
digital theatre, part of a multi-million-
dollar expansion which includes an 
upgraded interpretive centre, an interaction 
zone, swim tours and eco-cruises.

According to general manager David Kerr, 
the new attraction is one-of-a-kind.

“As far as we know, this is the world’s only 
360-degree ‘digital dolphinarium’ and it is a 
fantastic addition to the centre,” he said. 

“Along with experiencing the other changes 
at the centre, people should especially love 
the theatre, which creates the sensation of 
being under water, and allows people to see 
aspects of dolphin life unfold around them.” 

The award-winning Dolphin Discovery Centre, located at Bunbury’s 
Koombana Bay, two hours south of Perth, is a not-for-pro�t eco-tourism 
facility that gives people the opportunity to learn about and interact with 
wild bottlenose dolphins.

Dolphins go digital

THE BEAUTIfUL fILM Red Dog is wooing 
audiences around Australia as well as 
showcasing the stunning backdrop of 
Western Australia’s Pilbara region.

The �lm is based on the true story of a 
red kelpie/cattle dog cross that became 
legendary for its travels through Western 
Australia’s Great Northwest in the 
1970s. It’s a classic tale that celebrates 
the true Aussie spirit with a cast full of 
colourful characters in one of Australia’s 
most stunning outback locations. 

One of its owners was John Stazzonelli, 
a truck driver with Hamersley Iron, who 
took Red on his travels as far as Perth, 
Broome, Roebourne, Point Samson and 
Port Hedland. After Stazzonelli’s death, Red 
spent a lot of time travelling on his own, 
and was taken in by many members of the 
community.  He was made a member of the 
Dampier Salts Sport and Social Club and 
the Transport Workers Union. Red is now 
buried in an unmarked grave somewhere 
between Dampier and Karratha and there 
is a statue in his memory at Dampier.
